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POLICY DOCUMENT FOR A SMOKE-FREE SEFRCC

1.0
Introduction

1.1
This policy has been developed to protect all employees, visitors, Members and contractors from exposure to second hand smoke and to assist compliance with the Smoke-free (Premises and Enforcement) Regulations 2006, and the Smoke-free (Exemptions and Vehicles) Regulations 2007.
2.0
Policy

2.1
It is the policy of the South East Fire & Rescue Control Centre that all our workplaces are smoke-free, and all employees’ have a right to work in a smoke-free environment.

2.2
Smoking is prohibited in all enclosed and substantially enclosed premises in the workplace.  This includes company vehicles.  This policy applies to all employee’s consultants, contractors, or members and visitors.

2.3
Smoking is permitted in the designated smoking shelter at the front of the building only.  Employees who wish to use the smoking facility may only do so in a designated break period, or before or after their designated working hours for that day.  Any time spent smoking, or in the smoking shelter, will not form part of an employees working hours.

3.0
Implementation

3.1
Overall responsibility for policy implementation rests with SEFRCC Chief Executive.  However, all staff are obliged to adhere to, and support the implementation of the policy.  All new personnel will receive a copy of the policy on recruitment/induction.    

3.2
Appropriate ‘No-Smoking’ signs will be clearly displayed at the entrances to and within the premises, and in all smoke-free vehicles.

4.0
Non-Compliance

4.1
Disciplinary procedures will be followed if an employee does not comply with this policy.  

4.2
Those who do not comply with the smoke free law may also be liable to a fixed penalty fine and possible criminal prosecution.
